¢ Collect data/information and analyse specific needs and assistance services being provided to
EO victims in the foresaid countries;

e Produce the assessment reports (summary report and individual country’s report) that include
recommendations on clinical/medical-related assistance to be provided to the Victims;

o Produce ASEAN Victim Assistance Country Profile sheets, which include a brief information of
victim assistance situation, need of support, and available services in the focal countries;

o Develop concept notes and draft proposal/s for victim assistance related program activities for
further submission to potential donor/partner;
